On June 23, 1979, at the Idaho Conservation League office
at 413 W. Idaho, Boise, a membership meeting was held. A
guorum was present at the meeting, and two-thirds of those
present and voting approved the following chanages to the
Articles of Incorporation of the Idaho Conservation League:

The following sentence was added as a new paragraph to
Article 1I:

This corporation is organized exclusively for
religious, charitable, scientific, literary, or edu-
cational purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)3
of the Internal Revenue Code.

Paragraph F of Article III was amended to read:
Notwithstanding anv other provision of these
articles, the corporation shall not carry on any
other activities not permitted to be carried on by
an organization exempt from Federal income tax
under section 501(c)3 of the Internal Revenue Code.

The followling sentence was added as a new Article XV:
Upon the winding up and dissolution of this cor-
poration, after paying or adequately providing for the
debts and oblications of the organization, the remaining
assets shall be distributed to a nonprofit fund,
foundation, or corporation which has established its
tax exempt status under section 501(¢)3 of the Internal
Revenue Code.
