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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OF

LOST RIVER VALLEYS RECREATION ASSOCIATION, INC.

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS: That we, the undersigned,
Jack L. Phillips, Helen B. Boyer, Thursa H. Wheeler, Johnny C. Andreason,
and Rodney A. Pearson, each being a natural person of full age, and a
citizen of the United States of America, having voluntarily and do here-
by associate ourselves together for the purpose of forming a corporation
pursuant to Title 30, Chapter 10, of the Idaho Code, and we do hereby

certify, declare, and adopt the following Articles of Incorporation:
ARTICLE 1.

The name of this Corporation shall be LOST RIVER VALLEYS

RECREATION ASSOCIATION, 1NC.
ARTICLE II.

The location of the registered office of this corporation

shall be Arco, Butte County, Idaho.
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ARTICLE III.

The general nature and objectives of the Association are to
promote and assist in the development of recreational facilities in
Butte and Custer Counties and the cities and villages, contained there-
in, seeking to cooperate with county and municipal governments in pro-
viding the necessary facilities for healthful recreation of the people
of the Lost River Valleys in Butte and Custer Counties.

a. To acquire funds by solicitation and to accept donations
of funds or real or personal property for the furtherance of the purposes
of this Association.

b. To buy, sell, acquire and dispose of real and personal
property for the purposes aforesaid.

c. To build and contract for construction of recreational
facilities and acquire and own material and equipment suitable for the
promotion of recreationm.

d. To operate any and all kinds of recreational facilities
and to charge admission to such facilities for the purposes of mainte-
nance and payment for construction of facilities and acquisition of
property and to acquire other facilities for recreational purposes.

e. To transfer such facilities when completed to the proper

county or municipal authorities for use in their respective recreational

programs.
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£f. To do any and all other things necessary in furtherance

of the purposes of this Association.
ARTICLE 1IV.

This Association shall be a non-profit organization. No
shares of stock shall be issued and no member shall derive any mone-
tary benefit or profit from its organization or operation and all
moneys derived from said operation shall be expended for the benefit

of recreational facilities for the public of the Lost River Valleys.
ARTICLE V,

Any person who has a sincere desire to advance the aims of
the Association and who is willing to assist the Association in its
activities shall be eligible for membership upon application to the
Secretary. The amount of the annual dues shall be fixed by the Board
of Directors in the event it is determined by the Board of Directors
that the payment of annual dues by members of the Association is de-
sirable or necessary. The Bylaws shall provide that in this Associ-
ation, the rights and interests of all members shall be equal, and
no member can have or acquire a greater interest therein than any
other member. This Association shall not issue any capital stock,
but shall issue membership certificates to each member thereof, which
certificates cannot be assigned so that the transferee thereof can by
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such transfer become a member of the Association, except by resolution
of the Board of Directors and under such regulations as the Bylaws may
prescribe. An annual meeting, to which all members shall be invited
by written notice, shall be held each year on a date set by majority

consent of the Board of Directors, commencing with the year 1961.
ARTICLE VI.

The term for which this Association shall exist shall be

perpetual,
ARTICLE VII.

ARTICLE VIII.

The affairs of the Association shall be managed by a Board
of Directors composed of at least five (5) members. All of these shall
be elected at large from time to time by the membership of the Associ-
ation at its annual meeting, or by mail ballot, as provided by the By-

laws of the Association. The Board will pattern the policy and direct
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activities through the Chairman in accordance with the policies es-

tablished in the Bylaws of the Association.

The first Board shall be composed of the following: A
chairman to serve in this position for a period of four (4) years,
until the annual meeting of 1965; a secretary to serve for a term of
three (3) years; a treasurer to serve for a period of two (2) years;
a member to serve for a period of two (2) years, or until the annual
meeting of 1963; a member to serve for a period of one (1) year, or
until the annual meeting of 1962. Upon expiration of the terms of
the above~described elective members of the Board of Directors, the
Association membership shall, at its regular annual meeting, elect
persons to fill the vacancies for a four-year term. If a vacancy
shall occur by resignation or for reason other than the normal expi-
ration of an elective term of office, the vacancy for the remainder
of the unexpired term shall be filled by appointment by the Chairman

of the Board.

The names of the officers who are to manage the affairs of
the Association, until the first election provided for under Article

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ARTICLE X.

Bylaws will be prepared by the subscribers prior to the
first meeting of the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors will
then accept, reject, or revise the Bylaws as written. The Bylaws will
then be placed before the membership for approval; the vote of the
majority of the membership present at a regular meeting, or voting by
mail ballot constituting approval. Any amendments of the Bylaws will
originate with the Board of Directors and, before such amendments take
effect, they shall be submitted to the membership at a regularly an-

nounced meeting and approved as aforesaid.
ARTICLE XI.

The entire net income of the Association shall be devoted to
the purposes for which it is organized, as outlined in Article II, here-
of. All properties and assets of the Association, upon dissolution of
the Association after payment of any claims against it, shall be do-
nated to some proper municipal or recreational program or to some
similar non-profit association devoted to the promotion of recreational

facilities.
