KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

THAT WE, THE UNDERSIGNED, EACH BEING A NATURAL PERSON
OF FULL AGE AND A CITIZEN OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA,
HEREBY ASSOCIATE OURSELVES TOGETHER FOR THE PURPOSE OF FORM-
ING A CORPORATION UNDER THE LAWS OF THE STATE OF IDAHO, AND

DO HEREBY ADOPT THE FOLLOWING ARTICLES OF, INCORPORATION.

~The name of this corporation shall be:

The term of existence of this corporation shall be per-
petual.

III.

The registered'office of this corporation in the State
of Idaho shall be located in the City of Glenns Ferry, Coun-
ty of Elmore, State of Idaho, and the Post Office Address of

Iv.

Section 1. The authorized capital stock of the Associa-

tion shall be 400 shares of assessable common stock

without par value, which may be issued by the association to
the incorporators and to eligible and approved natural per-—
sons for such consideration as may be fixed from time to time
by the Board of Directors. No dividends of any kind shall ever
be declared or paid to the shareholders, except upon liquida—

tion of the Asscociation.
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The ownership of each share of stock shall represent the
right to share equally with every other share of stock outstand-
ing in the use of the lands, grazing and facilities of the as-
sociation, subject to the payment of assessments and provisions
contained in the bylaws to prevent overgrazing and other prac-
tices detrimental to the lands owned or controlled by the as-
sociation. All outstanding shares of stock shall be subject
to assessment and to provisions to enforce the collection there-
of, as provided in the bylaws of the association. '

Section 2. Memlership in this.AsSociation shall represent
the right to share éyth all other members in the use of the
lands and facilities of the Association for grazing purposes,
proportionately within the limits as shall be established in
the bylaws of the Association, subject to the payment of estab-
lished grazing fees and assessments, and subject to the provi-
sions of the bylaws and regulations adopted by the Board of
Directors to prevent overgrazing and other practices detrimen-
tal to the lands owned or operated by the Association. No mem-
ber's individual liability shall extend beyond the considera~-
tion paid by each member for his membership certificate.

Section 3. Priority for membership in this Association
shall be given to operators of not larger than family-size
farms, with rights as to length of tenure and proximity of lo-
cation to the grazing controlled by the Association, sufficient
in the judgment of the Board of Directors, to enable such op-
erators to make full beneficial use of the grazing and services
furnished by the Association. A family-size farm shall be con-
strued to mean a farm operated by one family which provides the
entire management and more than fifty percent of the labor for

such operation. The operator of a family-size farm together
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with the members of his immediate family, shall be entitled to
and shall hold only one membership in the Associatien.

Section 4. Stock in this Association shall be transfer-
able and subject to mortgage or pledge only upon the approval
of the Board of Directors. The above provision shall be re-
cited in all certificates of membership issued.

The Board of Directors of this corporation shall consist
of five members all of whom shall be stockholders'and all of
the powers of this qékporation are Hergbyﬁconferred upon such
Directors insofar as such powers may lawfully be vested in and
exercised by such a Board.

Vi,

This corporation hereby reserves the right to amend, al-
ter, change or repeal any provision of these Articles of In-
corporation in the manner now provided or which may hereafter
be provided by the statutes of the State of Idaho, and all
rights, privileges and powers by these Articles conferred are
subject to this reservation.

vile.

The purpose for which this corporation is formed are:

(a) To engage in the business of providing by purchase,
lease or otherwise, lands for grazing and recreational pur-
poses in the State of Idaho, for the use and benefit of its
members and not for the purpose of direct gain to the Asso-
ciation itself, and to make possible the acquisition, control,
conservation and the shift in use of lands recreational pur-
poses, only, to the end that the members of said Association

may stabilize their farming and ranching operations and to
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the further end, that lands that are now producing crops will
be planted to grass, and thereafter used for grazing and re-
creational purposes and to do other things not forbidden by
law.

(b} To hold, purchase, acquire, lease and convey real
and personal estate; to borrow money for the use and needs of
the Association; and to pledge and/or mortgage, real, person-
al and intangible property of sald Association as security
therefor., '

(¢c) To levy asé%ssments upon Itsrme%bers for the acqui-~-
sition by lease, purchase or otherwise, of grazing or forage
producing lands and for the construction and maintenance of
improvements, operation, repair and betterments of grazing
lands; for the maintenance of equipment and facilities there-~
on, and for payment of the lawful obligations of the Asscocia=-
tion.

(d) To do any and all things that may be incident or
conducive to the aforesaid objects, or any of them, and exer-
cise the usual powers of corporate bodies.

(e) To sue and be sued, complain and defend in any court
of law or equitye.

(f) To have a corporate seal, which may be altered at
pleasure and to use the same by causing it or a facsimile
thereof, to be impressed or affixed or reproduced or other-
wise,

(g) To appoint such officers and agents as the business
of the Association shall require and to allow them suitable
compensation.

(h) To make by-laws not inconsistent with the constitu-

tion or laws of the United States, or of this state, for the
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management of its property; the regulation and government of
its affairs, and for the certification and transfer of its
stock.

(i) To wind up and dissolve itself, or to be wound up
and dissolved in the manner provided by the statutes of this
state.

(j) Provided, however, that this corporation is not
organized for profit and shall not be operated for profit
and shall be without the power to declare or disburse divi-
