do hereby maske, sign, and execute the following articles.
ARTICLE I
Name .l
The name of this corporation shall be the Christian ?hii@rep's
Homey, Inc,
o ARTTICLE II
Location
The location and chief place for traunsaction of the business of
this corporation are at Boise, Ada County, Idano. The term for which this
corporation is to exist shall be fifty years.
ARTICLE III
Objects

We hereby declere that we associate for the purpose of forming

a chzriteble corporation under the provisions of the statutes of the State .

of Idaho relating to religious, social, and benmevolent corpg;qt%?ps for
the objects and purposes following,lo-wits

The seeking out, recéiving, siding, caring for, placing out for
adoption and consenting to thesdoption, or improving the condition of
orphaned, homeless, neglected or abused chilaren; receiving controlling,
training, educating, aiding, caring for, disposing of, slecing out for
adoption, consenting to the adoption of, and the procuring of sultable
and proper homes for any and all such children, uncer the age of eighteen
years, anc extending temporery aid to children of needy or unfit parents;
the buying, leasing, owning, seliing, or exchanging of any end sll kinds
of property, both real and personel, to the extent and in the manner pro-;

vided for by the laws of the Stete of Idsho; the cooperation with any and
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all corporations, associatlons, and societies having similar objects and
purposes, and the doing of ell acts and things necesscry or convenient to
be doﬁe in carrying out ssid objects and purposes or any of them.

This corporation is not an auxiliary of or subordainste to eccle-
siastical system of any other corporation or association, but . is free and
independent in all of its transactions, snd must retain that status forever.
In its teachings to youth under its jurisdiction the purposes are to uphold
the standards of the Church of Christ as revealed in the New Testﬁment
Scriptures; to contend for the Inspiration of the Scriptures and the Diety
of Christ, (which includes the Virgin Birth, His Miraculous life, The Blood
Atonement, His Bodily Resurrection from the grave, dis ascension into heaven
snd His personal coming again); to teach the plan of saivation as recorded
in the Bogk of Acts which incluces God'é grace, faith, repentence, confession,
baptism, and & Godly life; to contend for the restoration of the esrly Church,
in life teaching, name, organizstion and purpose.

ARTICLE IV.
Officers

The officers of such Corporation shall be & Presicent, s Vice-
President, a Secretary-Trezsurer, and such other officers and sgents as the
interest of the corporstion may from time to time require, =1l of which ssic
officers shall be elected by the Board of Directors. The property, affaire,
end business of such corporation shall be under the care of anc manageq
by a board of seven directors, who shall be chosen by such members of ssid
corporation from their number as follows:

At a regular meeting of the members of the above associaiion held
on the first Tuesday of Februsry, 1946, at the First Church of Christ,
Eighteenth and Eastman Streets at Boise, Idzsho, for the purpose of electing
seven directors to manage its affairs for the first year of the existence
of the corporation to be formed by such association st which & majority of
gaid members were present and voted 2t such election, the following nsmed
persons were elected as such ¢irectors, viz: Clarence Merritt, Orin H.
Herdenbrook, Arnold R. Kernen, all of Boise, Idesbo, three yeurs; Glen R.
Ballerd of Flgin, Oregon, William Jessup of San Jose, California for two
yeafs; and Jean M. Sheliey of Iugene, Oregon anc Eve Kernen of Boise, Tdsho,
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for one year. Notice of the time and place of holcing such election was
previously given by publication at least two weeks in the Idaho Stetesman,

& newspaper publiiehed in the City of Boise, in which such election was held,
and also by posting the like notice on the bulletin board of the First
Church of Christ on the building where such election was held for the same
iength of time.

The directors of said corporation shall be divided into three
classes. At the first meeting held on the 19th day of February, 1946, the
directors then elected were divided into three clssses ss above specified;
the first class to serve three years, the second class for two years, and
the third cless for one year; but in sll future election the time of
service shail be for the full term of three years and until their successors
are élected and cualified. Provided always that the Board of Directors
shall appoint such other officers and agents as it may deem necessary for
the transaction of the business of such corporstion and fix, limit, and
determine their duties anc powers and at its pleasure dismiss them, or any
or either of thenm.

Provided, further, that by a majority vote of the members of
such corgoration present at any regular or special meeting, the office of
any céirector, officer or agént of such corporztion may, by resolution, be
declared vacant, and thereupon some other person shall be elected as

successor to his office.

ARTICLE V
Duties of Officers

The principal duties of the several officers, respectively, shall
be as follows:

The Presicent shall preside at all meetings of such corporstion
of the Beard of Directors, subject to the direction of the Board of Directors;

Directors, shall safely keep the funds of such corporztion, which shall come
to his nands snd so oniy disburse the same and genersily perform all auties
ugueily incombent upon such office and all such other duties as may be
required of him by the Board of Directors, or by the By-Laws of such
corporation, proviced, that whemever the Board of Directors shall sppeint
an Assistant Secretary—Treasyrer, he shall perform all of the duties of the
Secretary-Treasurer in the latter's absence, and any duties of the Secretary-
Treszsurer when requested by him, or sc required by resolution of the said .
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Board of Directors.
ARTICLE VI
Membership
The persons belonéing to thne First Church of Christ of Boise,
Idaho, shall be members of this corporation.
ARTICLE VII
Meetings
The annusl meeting of this corporstion shall be held at its
